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The ruling issued by the court of first instance in Case No.
(8369/2022 Commercial Total/45) and the judge’s
statement is, *“The court ruled in a commercial matter-:”
First: In the original lawsuit:

(1 By accepting the formal correction of the form of the
claim,

(2 By obligating the defendant to pay the plaintiff in his
capacity and with the correction document an amount of
KD 490,001.102,

(3 Obligating the defendant to pay the expenses and the

amount of 300 KD in actual legal fees, & rejected anything
else regarding expedited enforcement.
Second:- In the subsidiary lawsuit: - The lawsuit was not
accepted in form & the plaintiff was obligated to pay the
subsidiary expenses & the amount of 50 KD as attorney’s
fees.
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The court first ruled to accept the two appeals as a form,
and secondly, to reject them and uphold the appealed
ruling, and obligated each appellant to pay the expenses of
his appeal and to set off the actual attorney’s fees.
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There is no financial impact, as all necessary allocations
have been set aside since the lawsuits were filed and the
cassation ruling has been appealed
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
